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On Saturday 06 February 2010 at 8.00pm violist Mike Chau, cellist Artem Konstantinov and soloists of the City Chamber Orchestra of Hong Kong will perform some of the most exquisite concertos from the baroque era in the intimate surroundings of Union Church Hong Kong. The programme, led by locally-based Italian violinist Andrea Zanchetta will feature concertos by Vivaldi, Telemann and Boccherini. Union Church Hong Kong, situated at 22A Kennedy Road, offers beautiful acoustics.Refreshments will be served in the adjoining garden area following the performance.

Artem Konstantinov, the CCOHK’s principal cellist, will perform Boccherini’s Concerto for Cello in B flat major, one of the best known concertos from the Italian composer’s set of twelve. Highly virtuosic, it fully exploits the technical possibilities of the solo instrument. Representing the light and elegant galant style is Telemann’s Concerto for Viola in G major, to be performed by Mike Chau, principal viola of the CCOHK. In his only concerto written for this instrument, Telemann shows off the distinctively rich timbres of the viola's low register in solo passages. Violinists Andrea Zanchetta, Hyang Yoo, Su Yan and Samuel Bin will feature as soloists in Telemann’s Concerto for 4 Violins in A major. Members of the CCOHK’s wind section, Leanne Nicholls and Chanannat Meenahan on oboe, and clarinetists Anthony Wong and Leanne Manning will conclude the programme with Vivaldi’s Concerto for 2 Oboes & 2 Clarinets in C major. This lively work with ts unusual instrumentation is an intriguing addition to the programme and represents possibly the first use of clarinets in the history of music. 
Born in Venice, Andrea Zanchetta has given over 1,500 concerts performing both as soloist and chamber musician on both modern and baroque violin. He has won prizes at several international competitions for solo violin and chamber music. Prior to settling in Hong Kong in 2007, he performed for many years as a member of Interpreti Veneziani and toured to Europe, Japan and Australia appearing mostly as a soloist.
