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On Sunday 11 October 2009 at the Hong Kong City Hall Concert Hall at 7:30pm Danish recorder player Michala Petri joins the CCOHK in a star-studded event to mark the orchestra’s 10th Anniversary. Since 1999 the CCOHK has been at the forefront in promoting the performance of small-scale Baroque to the Contemporary orchestral works in Hong Kong. This concert which opens the orchestra tenth anniverary season, is no exception. 
The programme led by the orchestra’s chief conductor Jean Thorel, includes Vivaldi’s Concerto for Recorder, RV 443, Piazzolla’s Tangazo for orchestra and Haydn’s Symphony No. 39. The climax of the evening promises to be the world premiere of Concerto Incantanto, a new work for Michala Petri especially commissioned by recorder virtuoso and award-winning film composer Richard Harvey to mark the 10th anniverary of the City Chamber Orchestra of Hong Kong. Richard Harvey, who has also penned a concerto for the guitarist John Williams, remarked in a recent interview for the UK’s Classic FM Radio, “just when I thought I had written some unplayable parts, John William proved me wrong. I shall be doing much the same for Michala Petri who is just an amazing player.”
Recognized for her technical brilliance and musical insight, Michala Petri (www.michalapetri.com) has appeared all over the world as a recitalist and with many leading ensembles in North America, Australia, Israel, Japan, China and Europe. She has made over thirty recordings, and has a wealth of honours and awards to her credit, including the German "Echo" Disc Award, the Léonie Sonning Music Prize, the Wilhelm Hansen Music Prize, and the H.C. Lumbye Prize for her success in bringing classical music to a wide audience. Fanfare magazine commented, “her career has reached legendary status”. Petri is the dedicatee of numerous commissioned works from both European and Chinese composers. Her interest in extending the limited dynamic potential of the recorder has led to an active collaboration with instrument-makers to develop a new type of recorder incorporating her ideas. "With this instrument, which has more dynamics and compass, I can give better expression to the music of Romanticism with more freedom and naturalness in my expressive range", she says.
