Argentinean bandoneón virtuoso Daniel Binelli, renowned Uruguayan pianist Polly Ferman and Argentinean tango dancers Pilar Alvarez and Claudio Hoffmann are acclaimed worldwide for their impassioned performances in the concert hall, tracing the history and evolution of the tango from its early back-street origins to classy contemporary interpretations. Alvarez and Hoffmann directed and performed the choreography for the highly acclaimed film "Tango, the Spirit of Argentina" in 2005. The duo has also created original and inspiring dance routines for entertainments such as “Gala des Etoiles du XXI Siecle" at theThéâtre des Champs-Élysées in Paris. The duo are currently based in Spain where they hold regular masterclasses at the Bailongu School of Dance in Barcelona. Argentinean bandoneón virtuoso, Daniel Binelli (www.danielbinelli.com) began his career touring and performing side by side with the late Astor Piazzolla. Since then, he has appeared all over the world as a soloist with many of the world’s greatest orchestras and with conductors such as Charles Dutoit. He has also collaborated with jazz and contemporary greats such as Paquito d'Rivera, Gary Burton and the Dizzy Gillespie Orchestra. As a composer Daniel Binelli is considered to be the torchbearer of Piazzolla’s music, the leading figure worldwide representing the future of tango music.
Described by The Japan Times as a “Musical Ambassador of the Americas”, Uruguayan pianist Polly Ferman has toured extensively as soloist with many world-renowned orchestras. She is  the Creator and Founder of GlamourTango (www.glamourtango.com), a multimedia, music and dance show celebrating women in tango and performed by women only.
