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On Saturday 19 November 2011 at 8:00pm at the Hong Kong City Hall Concert Hall, the City Chamber Orchestra of Hong Kong (CCOHK) is joined by Hagai Shaham, internationally recognized as one of Israel’s most astonishing violinists. He is showcased in Mozart’s Violin Concerto No. 3, an engaging and vivacious work. Under the direction of chief conductor, Jean Thorel, the CCOHK will also perform Schoenberg’s expansively romantic Verklärte Nacht (Transfigured Night) for string orchestra, while music by Carl Davis for the Academy Award-winning film Anne Frank Remembered adds further depth to a programme full of poignant masterpieces.
Displaying a dazzling combination of technical brilliance and a uniquely profound musical personality, Hagai Shaham (www.hagaishaham.com) regularly tours throughout Europe, North and Central America as a soloist and recitalist. The Washington Post has pinpointed his "extraordinary timbre ... engrossing technique and exciting bravura”. The programme opens with a theme from composer/conductor Carl Davis' score to the feature-length documentary Anne Frank Remembered, a memorable depiction of the harrowing events of the Holocaust. Mozart’s Violin Concerto No. 3 in G major, K216 gets its name from a folk-dance tune known as ‘The Strassburger’. Technically challenging, the concerto also contains the most beautifully captivating melodies, with the central Adagio celebrated as one of Mozart’s most sublime slow movements. The CCOHK concludes the programme with a performance of Arnold Schoenberg’s most popular works, Verklärte Nacht (Transfigured Night). This sensuous piece reveals the transfiguration of the world to a pair of lovers with rich harmonic language and intense sonorities. To further introduce the programme, Chief conductor Jean Thorel will give a free pre-concert talk at 7:00pm at the Hong Kong City Hall Concert Hall.
