The theme song from The Bear entitled Somewhere a Star Shines for Me, originally recorded by Charlotte Church, will be performed by girl sopranos Deborah Kwong from the St. Stephen’s Girls’ College (10 Dec 2:30pm), Aldi Ho from the St. Paul’s Co-educational College Primary School (10 Dec 5:00pm) and Ella Ng from the Australian International School (11 Dec, 2:30pm).
Narrated in English and lasting 70 minutes with a 15-minute interval, The Snowman & The Bear is suitable for children aged three and above. Performances will take place on 10 December (Saturday) 2011 at the Hong Kong City Hall Concert Hall at 2:30pm and 5pm, and on 11 December (Sunday) 2011 at the Tsuen Wan Town Hall Auditorium at 2:30pm.
